On behalf of the Presbyterian Church in Taiwan (PCT) we write to express our deep concern
and sadness regarding the news reports we have been receiving from Myanmar the past
month ever since the Military Coup of 1 February 2021 occurred.

We can but imagine this national crisis taking
place at a period in time when the global pandemic of COVID-19 continues is undoubtedly
creating major stress, anguish and trauma to the people of Myanmar not forgetting as well
the crisis surrounding the Rohingya minority.

We join our voice to PCM and urge the military to release from house arrest the State
Counsellor, President and all other elected leaders and for Myanmar to be fully returned into
the hands of duly elected civilian government. Furthermore we urge the military to cease all
violent acts against the people of Myanmar and all civilians who are pursuing non-violent
means of protest.

As sisters and brothers in Christ we stand in solidarity with our partner the PCM and your
nation at this difficult time.
